It is distinctly understood that every dog at this event is in the care and control of his owner or handler during the entire time the dog is on the show premises. Any exhibitor whose dogs and/or children create unnecessary disturbances or repeatedly engage in unsafe or disruptive behavior may, at the discretion of the Trial Committee be asked to leave the trial site. In such case, no refund of fees paid will be made. This Tracking Number is required only if the competitor wishes to have ASCA qualifying legs tracked and to then receive ASCA titling certificates.
